kind of selfishness. The Church’s mission, then, is not just to present an ideology to the

: world—the Church presents and makes present Jesus Himself. Jesus and His resurrection is
not just an event of the past, and being a Christian is not just the result of an ethical choice—
being a Christian is an encounter with a Person.

EThrough the Church, Christ continues His mission as the Good Samaritan, caring for the
bleeding wounds of humanity. He is the Good Shepherd, constantly seeking out those who
wander along winding paths that lead nowhere. There are countless testimonies as to how
Ethe Gospel has helped people to overcome narrowness, conflict, racism and instead to

: promote reconciliation, fraternity, and sharing.

EThe Church’s mission is a constant exodus, challenging us “to go forth from our own comfort
zone in order to reach all the peripheries in need of the light of the Gospel”. The Church’s
mission impels us to undertake a constant pilgrimage across the various deserts of life,
Ethrough the different experiences of hunger and thirst for truth and justice. We are all exiles
Ejourneying towards our final home, poised between the “already” and “not yet” of the
Kingdom of Heaven.

Mission reminds the Church that she is not an end unto herself. A Church content with

earthly success is not the Church of Christ, His crucified and glorious Body. That is why we
: should prefer “a Church which is bruised, hurting and dirty because it has been out on the
Estreets, rather than a Church which is unhealthy form being confined and from clinging to its

: own security”.

: Young people are the hope of mission. Next Year’s Synod of Bishops in Rome will centre on :
Ethe theme Young People, the Faith and Vocational Discernment. The Church needs their rich M

imagination and creativity.

| thank the Pontifical Mission Societies for awakening in every Christian community a desire to reach beyond its own
confines in order to proclaim the Gospel to all. This we can do thorough our prayer today and through sharing our goods

with others, our financial generosity.
