SUNDAY 21 MARCH 2021 — FIFTH SUNDAY OF LENT (YEAR B)

First Reading — Jeremiah 31:31-34

See, the days are coming — it is the Lord who speaks — when | will make a new covenant with the House of Israel (and
the House of Judah), but not a covenant like the one | made with their ancestors on the day | took them by the hand to
bring them out of the land of Egypt. They broke that covenant of mine, so | had to show them who was master. It is the
Lord who speaks.
