Next Sunday, 26th June, is our Diocesan Patronal Feast – the Feast of the Immaculate Heart of Mary. This is especially significant 
for our Parish, being dedicated in a special way to Mary, the Immaculate Conception.

The “Family Mass” will include some extra efforts to help young 
families who may not regularly attend to feel at home with us – including giving some appropriate roles to children, choosing 
music that will be more familiar to many children, and preaching that will attempt to connect more with the children (pray for 
me!) There will also be a special morning tea after the Mass – with thanks as always to the Catholic Women’s League who always 
give so generously of themselves behind the scenes in our parish. Let’s pray for the success of our Family Mass and continue to 
work towards helping young families feel at home at all of our Masses.

First Reading– Genesis 14:1-20   Melchizedek brought bread and wine 
Melchizedek king of Salem brought bread and wine; he was a priest of God Most High. He pronounced this blessing: 

‘Blessed be Abram by God Most High, creator of heaven and earth, 
and blessed be God Most High for handing over your enemies to you.’ 

And Abram gave him a tithe of everything. 

 

 

Responsorial Psalm — You are a priest forever, in the line of Melchizedek  
1. The Lord’s revelation to my Master: 
   ‘Sit on my right: 
   your foes I will put beneath your feet.    R. 
2. The Lord will wield from Zion 
   your sceptre of power: 
   Rule in the midst of all your foes.    R. 
3. A prince from the day of your birth 
   on the holy mountains; 
   from the womb before the dawn I begot you.   R. 
4. The Lord has sworn an oath he will not change. 
   ‘You are a priest for ever,

Second Reading — 1 Corinthians 11:23-26  

Every time you eat this bread and drink this cup, you are proclaiming the death of  the Lord. 

This is what I received from the Lord, and in turn passed on to you: that on the same night that he 
was betrayed, the Lord Jesus took some bread, and thanked God for it and broke it, and he said, 
‘This is my body, which is for you; do this as a memorial of me.’ In the same way he took the cup 
after supper, and said, ‘This cup is the new covenant in my blood. Whenever you drink it, do this as 
a memorial of me.’ Until the Lord comes, therefore, every time you eat this bread and drink this 
cup, you are proclaiming his death.  

  

 

Gospel Acclamation:  

Alleluia, Alleluia! I am the living bread from heaven, says the Lord; whoever eats this bread will live forever. Alleluia! 

 
 
Gospel — Luke 9:11-17  They all eat and were filled. 

Jesus made the crowds welcome and talked to them about the kingdom of God; and he cured those who were in need of healing. 
It was late afternoon when the Twelve came to him and said, ‘Send the people away, and they can go to the villages and farms 
round about to find lodging and food; for we are in a lonely place here.’ He replied, ‘Give them something to eat yourselves.’ But 
they said, ‘We have no more than five loaves and two fish, unless we are to go ourselves and buy food for all these people.’ For 
there were about five thousand men. But he said to his disciples, ‘Get them to sit down in parties of about fifty.’ They did so and 
made them all sit down. Then he took the five loaves and the two fish, raised his eyes to heaven, and said the blessing over them; 
then he broke them and handed them to his disciples to distribute among the crowd. They all ate as much as they wanted, and 
when the scraps remaining were collected they filled twelve baskets.
